Each year, 4-H volunteer adult leaders will be selected as members of the CA Delegation to attend the Horse Classic at the Western National Roundup. Roles and responsibilities include:

· Serve as the California 4-H team coach and lead chaperone;

· Maintain communication with State 4-H Office staff, chaperones, parents and team members;

· Prepare and coordinate team practices prior to the national competitive event;

· Assist the team with fund raising;

· Register the team for the national competitive event by the event deadline;
· Uphold and enforce CA State 4-H Values and Code of Conduct. 
· Other duties as outlined in the document “California 4-H participation in national competitive events: Roles and responsibilities. Revised June 28, 2012.”

To apply, adult volunteer 4-H leaders must have brought a team to the State Qualifier in the year they are applying and submit this application with three (3) letters of recommendation by August 15, 2014. Three letters must be submitted:

1. One letter must be from any adult 4-H leader; 

2. One from a 4-H judging member and/or parent
3. One from 4-H staff.  
Letters should respond to “Why do you think this person should be selected as a coach for the Horse Classic at the Western National Roundup – California Delegation?”
Selection will be made by the State 4-H Office and announced.  Coaches must be a minimum of 25 years of age.
